Pasadena Ice Rink Relocation

DESCRIPTION: This project provides for the relocation of the Pasadena Ice Rink Center from the
former ballroom located behind the Pasadena Civic Auditorium into an existing stressed membrane
structure that was erected at the site in 2006 to house conference center functions and events. The
exisiting structure will be expanded from a 26,000 square foot to a 32,000 square foot facility. The
new expanded structure will accommodate a regulation 85’x 200’ ice sheet. All necessary service
spaces and amenities (offices, skate rental, team rooms, party rooms, storage, bleachers, etc.) would
be built in the space. The HVAC system would be modified to include adequate dehumidification.
An ice floor and dasher boards would be installed on top of the existing slab. A new, energy
efficient chiller plant and re-surfacing area would be installed. The current Pasadena Ice Center
contract expires in September of 2011.

JUSTIFICATION: The existing Ice Skating Center in Pasadena is located in the original historic
ballroom constructed in 1931. In 1976, an ice rink was constructed in the ballroom space on top of
the existing wood floor. The ice skating facility has been leased to and operated by a private
company since the early development of the skating center. The ice rink served the building well,
however, over the years, has fallen in disrepair. In addition to needed repairs, the lease for this
space expires in 2011 and the City of Pasadena is interested in renovating this space and/or restoring
the existing facility. The Pasadena Center Operating Company conducted a study to evaluate the
mechanical systems inside the current Ice Skating Center. The study concluded that the cost of
improving the building’s ice system, mechanical systems, and interior would exceed $3,700,000.

SCHEDULE: Work began in February 2011 with an anticipated opening in September 2011.

RELATIONSHIP TO THE GENERAL PLAN: The project is consistent with Land Use Element
Obijective 17 (Recreation) by providing adequate recreation opportunities to all residents of the City.
In addition, the project is consistent with Policy 24.2 (Land Use Opportunities) by provide land use
opportunities to retain and to develop regionally significant cultural, scientific, corporate,
entertainment and educational uses. The project is also consistent with the Green Space, Recreation
and Parks Element Objective 14 (Recreation Programming For Health and Fitness) by providing a
range of activities to promote health and fitness among all Pasadenans.
