SUBJECT: GENERAL PLAN INFORMATION REQUESTS

At the Planning Commission meeting on October 10, 2012, the Planning Commission asked
staff to provide specific pieces of data
e The number of people who both live and work in the City;
e The number of people who both live and work in the Central District;
e The amount of commercial square feet and residential units that have entitlements or are
in the pipeline, and
- e Assuming full build out of the existing General Plan, the amount of commercial square
feet and number of housing units that would be within a quarter-mile radius of a transit
station; and '

Living and Working in the Central District

According to the 2006-2010 American Community Survey (ACS) from the Census, 41 percent of
the people living in Pasadena worked for an employer in Pasadena. During that period, there
were 65,480 people over the age of 16 who were living in Pasadena; 27,010 of these people
worked in Pasadena. Concerning the Central District, the boundaries of the census tracts do
not line up with the Central District boundaries and the margin of error at the census tract level
is nearly 50 percent. These two factors together make the data highly unreliable.

Development Allocation and Caps

In order to answer the Commission’s question regarding the amount of commercial square feet
and residential units that have entitlements or are in the pipeline, staff updated the table in
Attachment B (Comparison Graphs) and has attached the document to this memorandum.




Commercial Square Footage and Residential Units within One-Quarter Mile of Transit Station

The Land Use model was previously configured to compare an existing General Plan forecast to
a draft General Plan forecast. The request from the Planning Commission was to compare
complete build out of the existing General Plan with the draft General Plan. Please see the
table below for the model’s results and staff’'s estimate of Existing General Plan Build-out.
