TURF REMOVAL PROGRAM

Turf grass uses more water than almost any other plant in a
typical Pasadena landscape. PWP’s Turf Removal Program can
help you make the switch from thirsty, high maintenance grass
lawns to a more colorful, interesting and sustainable landscape.

® Applicant must be a PWP water customer, and project must be on applicant’s property where water service

is provided by PWP.

® Areas to be converted must have living turf grass irrigated with potable water at the time of pre-inspection.

® Projects started or already completed prior to pre-inspection are not eligible.

PROGRAM TERMS

Application, Rebate Reservation & Inspections —
Upon receiving your complete application packet, PWP

will contact you to schedule a pre-inspection. After pre-
inspection you will receive a rebate reservation number

and may begin your project. You must complete your project
and contact PWP within 120 days of your pre-inspection to
schedule a post-inspection. PWP will verify the square footage
of turf removed and eligibility of replacement landscaping,
then process your rebate. Allow 4-6 weeks to receive rebate.

Replacement Landscaping - A combination of live
plants, ground cover, decomposed granite, gravel and
mulch, are acceptable turf replacements. No invasive
plant species. Bare soil between plants must be covered
with a min. 2” of permeable material such as mulch or
decomposed granite. Converted area covered with
synthetic turf or impermeable surfaces such as concrete,
brick, or asphalt do not qualify for the rebate. Go to
PasadenaSavesWater.com for an invasive species list,
recommended Pasadena-friendly plants and irrigation tips.

Parkway Area Restrictions: Nothing higher than 3-1/2
feet. No plastic sheeting, concrete paving or other non-
permeable materials. Access to utilities must be maintained.
Do not fill in area with rocks; small decorative rocks can be
used in conjunction with plants, groundcover and mulch.

Other: All projects must comply with Pasadena’s
landscape ordinances and zoning codes. For residential
projects, minimum of 70 percent of the front and street
side setback areas must be covered with a combination of
approved landscaping. Retrofits larger than 5000 sq.ft. may
be subject to additional city requirements. For zoning code
questions, call (626) 744-6777. Rebates may be considered
taxable income. PWP is not responsible for taxes that may
be imposed as a result of your rebate.
